1. Waste Disposal

No solid materials, including building materials, garbage, and debris
shall be discharged to surface waters of the Commonweaith,
except as authorized by a CWA Section 404 Permit.

Any and all waste materials will be collected and stored in a
securely lidded metal dumpster rented from a licensed solid waste
management company in the vicinity of the City of Suffolk. The
dumpster shall meet all local City of Suffolk and any
Commonwealth of Virginia solid waste management regulations.
All trash and construction debris from the site will be deposited in
the dumpster. The dumpster shall be emptied a minimum of twice
per week or more often if necessary. The trash will be hauled to a
permitted solid waste disposal facility. No construction waste
materials shall be buried onsite. Al personnel will be instructed
regarding the correct procedures for waste disposal. Notices
stating these practices shall be posted in the office trailer and the
superintendent on site shall be responsible for seeing that the
procedures are followed.

Any and all hazardous waste materials will be disposed of in the
manner specified by the City of Suffolk and the Commonwealth of
Virginia regulations or by the manufacturer. Site personnet will be -
instructed in these practices and the superintendent on site shall be
responsible for seeing that the procedures are followed.

Any and all sanitary waste will be collected from the portable units a
minimum of three times per week by a licensed sanitary waste
management contractor and disposed of as required by local and/or
commonwealth regulation.

2. Offsite Vehicle Tracking

A gravel construction entrance will be provided at the beginning of
the proposed project on the east side of the project site for the
designated contractor trailer and parking area. Dump trucks, if any,
hauling material from the construction site will be covered with a
tarpaulin. '



Provisions shall be made to minimize the transport of sediment by
vehicular traffic leaving the job site. Where construction vehicles
access public roads and track sediment onto a paved surface, the
road shall be cleaned thoroughly at the end of each day. Sediment
shall be removed from the roads by shoveling or sweeping and
transported to a sediment control disposal area. Street'washing
shall be allowed only after sediment is removed in this manner.

Timing of Controis/Measures

As noted in the Sequence of Major Activities, the gravel construction entrance
and silt fence will be in place prior to the clearing, grubbing or grading of the
majority of the site. Areas where construction activity temporarily ceases for
more than 30 days shall be stabilized with a temporary seed and mulch within 7
days of the last disturbance. Once grading activity ceases permanently in an
area, that area will be stabilized with permanent seed and muich, again within 7
days. After the entire site has been stabilized, the temporary erosion control
measures may be removed.

Approved State or Local Plans

This Storm Water Poliution Prevention Plan is consistent with requirements
specified in applicable sediment and erosion control site plans or site permits, or
storm water management site plans or site permits approved by the City of
Suffolk, DCR, the Commonwealth of Virginia and the Virginia Environmental
Protection Agency.

The Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan must be updated as necessary to
remain consistent with any changes applicable to protecting surface water
resources in sediment and erosion control site plans or site permits, or storm
water management site plans or site permits approved by the City of Suffolk or
the Commonwealth of Virginia for which the permittee receives written notice.

Maintenancel/lnspection Procedures

The following maintenance and inspection practices will be used to maintain the
erosion control measures shown of the Contract Drawings:

a. All erosion control measures will be inspected by designated personnel at
- least once every fourteen calendar days and within 48 hours of the end of
a storm that is 0.5 inches or greater.



Disturbed areas and areas used for storage of materials that are exposed
to precipitation shall be inspected for evidence of, or the potential for,
pollutants entering the drainage system. Erosion and sediment contro!
reasures identified in the plan shall be observed 1o ensure that they are
operating correctly. Discharge locations shall be inspected to ascertain
whether erosion control measures are effective in preventing significant
impacts to receiving waters, [ocations where vehicles enter or exit the
site shall be inspected for evidence of offsite sediment tracking.

Silt fence shall be inspected for depth of sediment, tears and to see if the
fabric is securely attached to the fence posts and that fence posts are
firmly in the ground. Sediment shall be removed from the silt fence when
it becomes 0.5 feet deep.

Temporary sediment traps shall be inspected and repaired/re-graded as
required.

Inlet protection surrounding storm water inlets shall be repazred or
replaced as necessary.

Temporary and permanent seeding and planting shali be inspected for
bare spots, washouts and healthy growth. Areas needing repair shall be
re-seeded as per Specifications Section 02910 — Final Grading and
Landscaping.

The site superintendent will select individuals who wili be responsible for
inspections, maintenance and repair activities, and filling out the
inspection and maintenance report. :

A maintenance inspection report will be made after each inspection. A
copy of the report to be completed by the inspector if attached.

Based on the results of the inspection, the description of potential pollutant
sources identified in the plan in accordance with Part I1.D.1 (Site
Description) of VPDES Permit No. VAR10 and pollution prevention
measures identified in the plan in accordance with paragraph i1.D.2
(Controls) shall be revised as appropriate as soon as practicable, but in no
case later than 7 days, after such inspection. If existing measures need to
be modified or if additional measures are necessary, then implementation
shall be complete before the next anticipated storm event. if
implementation before the next anticipated storm event is impracticable,
they shall be implemented as soon as practicable.



A report summarizing the scope of the inspections, name(s) and
qualifications of personnel making the inspection, the date(s) of the
inspection, major observations relating to the implementation of the storm
waler poliution prevention plan, and actions taken in accordance with Part
I1.0.4.b of the permit shall be made and retained as part of the storm
water poliution prevention plan in accordance with Part 111.B of this permit.
Major observations should include: the location(s) of discharges of
sediment or other pollutants from the site; location(s) of measures that
need to be maintained; location(s) of measures that failed to operate as
designed or proved inadequate for a particular location; and location(s) .
where additional measures are needed that did not exist at the time of
inspection. Such reports shall identify any incidents of noncompliance.
Where a report does not identify any incidents of noncompliance, the
report shall contain a certification that the facility is in compliance with the
storm water poliution prevention plan and this permit. The report shall be
signed in accordance with Part H11.K of this permit.

The permittee shall complete and submit with 5 days an "Incidence of
Noncompliance” (ION) report for any violation of the storm water poliution
prevention plan observed during an inspection conducted, including those
not required by the Plan. Submission shall be on forms provided by the
Department and include specific information on the cause of
noncompliance, actions, which were taken to prevent any further causes
of noncompliance, and a statement detailing any environmental impact,
which may have resulted from the noncompliance.

Non-storm Water Discharges: Except for flows from fire fighting activities,
sources of non-storm water listed in Part 1.D.2 of this permit that are
combined with storm water discharges for the construction site must be
identified in the plan. The plan shall identify and ensure the
implementation of appropriate pollution prevent measures for the non-
storm water componeni(s) of the discharge.

Good Housekeeping

The following good housekeeping practices will be followed onsite during
the grading operations:

An effort will be made to store only materials necessary to do the job
All materials stored onsite will be stored in a neat, orderly manner in
their appropriate containers and, if possible, under a roof or other
structure

Products will be kept in their original containers with the original
manufacturer’s label

Substances will not be mixed with one another unless recommended
by the manufacturer

Whenever possible, all of a product will be used up before disposing of
the container ,

Manufacturer's recommendations for proper use and disposal will be
followed

The site superintendent will inspect daily to insure proper use and
disposal of materials onsite

Hazardous Products

These practices are used o reduce the risks associated with hazardous
materials:

Products will be kept in original containers unless they are not re-
sealable

Original labels and material safety data will be retained; they contain
important product information

o If surplus product must be disposed of, manufacturer's or Local and
State recommended methods for proper disposal will be followed

Petroleum Producis

All onsite vehicles will be monitered for leaks and receive regular
preventative maintenance {o reduce the chance of leakage. Petroleum
products will be stored in tightly sealed containers which are clearly
labeled. Any asphalt substances used onsite will be applied according to
manufacturer's recommendations.

Fertilizers

Fertilizers used will be applied only in the minimum amounts
recommended by the manufacturer. Once applied, fertilizer will be worked
into the soil to limit the exposure to storm water. Storage will be in a
covered shed, if possible. The contents of any partially used bags of
fertilizer will be transferred to a sealable plastic bin to avoid spills.

Paints

All containers will be tightly seaied and stored when not required for use.
Excess paint will not be discharged to the storm sewer system but will be
properly disposed of according to manufacturers’ instructions or State and
local regulations.

Concrete
Concrete trucks will not be allowed to wash out or discharge surplus
concrete or drum wash water on the site.

Spill Control Practices

In addition to the good housekeeping and material management practices
discussed in the previous sections of this Plan, the following practices will
be followed for spill prevention and cleanup:

¢ Manufacturer's recommended methods for spill cleanup will be clearly
posted and site personnel will be made aware of the procedures and
the location of the information and cleanup supplies.

¢ Materials and equipment necessary for spill cleanup will be kept in the
material storage area onsite. Equipment and materiais will include but
not be limited to brooms, dustpans, mops, rags, gloves, goggles, kitty
litter, sand, sawdust, and plastic and metal trash containers specifically
for this purpose.

= All spills will be cleaned up immediately after dascovery
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The spiil area will be kept well ventilated and personnel will wear
appropriate protective clothing to prevent injury from contact with a
hazardous substance.

Spills of toxic or hazardous material will be reported to the appropriate
State or Local government agency, regardiess of size.

The spill prevention plan will be adjusted to include measures to
prevent this type of spill from reoccurring and how to clean up the spill
if there is another one. A description of the spill, what caused it, and
the cleanup measures will also be included.

The site superintendent responsible for the day-to-day site operations
will be the spill prevention and cleanup coordinator. He will designate
other site personnel who will receive spill prevention and cleanup
training. These individuals will each become responsible for a
particular phase of prevention and cleanup. The names of responsible
spill personnel will be posted in the material storage area and in the
office trailer onsite. '
